Step 1

In Figure 3-6, you might notice some 1×1 bricks to the left side of the 
building. As the building goes up, you’ll find that I’m using the stacking 
technique to create very slender columns based on the simple post technique 
from Chapter 2 (see Figure 2-24). When I’m done, there will be six of these 
columns, and they’ll support part of the roof. Individually, these columns are 
very weak versions of the column technique. However, when you use them 
together, and support them with arches, as you’ll soon see, they represent a 
reasonable balance of form and function.
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
